Chair Mary Ellen McInnis called the meeting to order.

One of the reasons for this special meeting was the coaches of the Kensington Area Figure Skating Club  were wanting to make a few changes to The ADL Junior Figure Skating Competition.

Note: Cindy Stavert did consult with the Technical Director, Julie

McNeill on this also before proposing these changes. 

This is what they proposed: 

The event they would like removed is the Junior Bronze Event.  They

feel this event is covered under the Star Skate Competition.  The skaters that are eligible for this event at ADL are also able to do Preliminary Dance event at Star Skate.  Therefore, they are preparing two dances for star and a different one for ADL and probably working on a different one for test day.  Possibly the Preliminary Dance event at ADL should be renamed to Pre-Preliminary Dance to save confusion.

The eligibility would stay the same.  Should ADL event make these changes whoever is doing InterClub this year should be notified as they

use the same package for their event.

After discussing what this means for the skaters and coaches the motion

was passed by myself, Rosalie Profitt, that Junior Bronze be removed

from the ADL Event and that we change “Preliminary Dance” to

Pre-Preliminary Dance”.  Seconded by Kelly Dawn Oliver.  All in

favor.  Motion Carried.

The second reason for this meeting was to talk about Sectionals Competition.  Skate Canada feels that the three maritime provinces

could do this competition together and have given New Brunswick

and Nova Scotia the go ahead to this for two years.  They feel that

the Island has so few skaters involved with this that maybe they

could go over there and do their sectionals event with them.  Problem

trying to get judges, data specialist and etc. would make things easier

for everyone.  Nancy Hashie wondered if she and her team would be

allowed to be there and see how the new system works and would also

be good training for them.

Mary Ellen asked Carolyn Tessier to email the coaches and see how

many skaters they would have qualify for this event.

Elizabeth MacKay noted the skaters would go to the Eastern Challenge

as a representative of the Island and feels it would be good experience

for the skaters to compete in their event with other skaters; here

some of the skaters just do an exhibition because they have no one 

to compete with in their event.

We will discuss this further at a later meeting and will vote on then.

Mary Ellen noted that we need to have a budget meeting in June and

the date will be Thursday, June 5th at 6:30pm.  Place will be at the

Sport PEI Building.
