Nancy reported that Club Competitions went well.  Inter-Club and Friendship Synchro were both well attended.  She noted they are experiencing a great deal of difficulty with equipment.  Star Competition is approaching soon, and Barb Moase will be unable to participate this year due to health reasons.  Barb and Nancy will travel to Halifax to get the new program upgrades loaded and learn the new changes while they are there. Sarah Jane Raine is going to assist them. 

  Awards:  See Report

   Joanne Parnham indicated that the deadline for Skate Canada Section Awards is now complete.  She received nominations from 10 clubs, with 3 clubs not submitting anything.  The deadline for accepting nominations had been extended to Feb 11.  Award winners will be announced at the AGM in May.  All Star Skate medals have been ordered.

1 Barb Mayhew reported that Interclub was once again a success. The weather was not great for the day, but there were very few skaters missing.  

2 ADL will be held this weekend.  Judges and data specialists have been booked and the schedule is on the website.

3 STARSKATE plans have been ongoing for a couple of weeks.  Food and drinks cannnot be brought into the arena, therefore Clubs will not be asked to supply food or volunteers for hospitality.  Depending on what it costs to purchase the hospitality, clubs may be asked to assist with the cost.  It was discussed that the hospitality room would not be open to all volunteers, but a guideline to use may be those who volunteer 4+ hours.  

Evaluators and Judges: 

 
 Shannon reported that there have been requests for March test days, but they are booked.  We are still looking for 2 more Synchro judges for STAR.

    
It was brought up by Elizabeth that we should look into a policy dealing with the amount of milage we pay skaters who are judging and skating on the same day.  It was suggested that in this case we only pay half the milage fee.


There was also a question as to when we can get Junior Competitive test evaluated.

Marketing: 


Mary Ellen reported that the new Skate Canada banner is ready for competitions. 

Membership:


Sue reported that there are 1607 members.  There were 2012 @ year-end last year.

Recreational Skating: See report.

   Vodia has 2 more forms for the $150 Canskate Promotional funding.  

  Rob and Ed are booked to come to PEI on March 9 and do a session at Pownal Rink in late afternoon and early evening.  On Monday March 10 there will be a session at the APM Center and in the afternoon at Simmons.  It is hoped to have a test day on Monday evening at Coady Banks Arena in Sherwood.

Vodia also asked for Club Reps to let her know the names of the skaters that would be receiving 5 and 10 year pins.  She reminded all clubs that the age for amateur skating PA's is no younger than 11-12 years and up.   

Skater Development: Mary Ellen reported that there is one more session of Competitive Club.


Synchronized Skating:

Executive Director:

We have signed the Technical Director position contract with Sport PEI. An ad will be distributed to Clubs.

Most provincial funding is in.  A small portion to come for travel.

Item VIII: Old Business:

Technical Director- There are three levels of funding available and we are currently at Level 1.  We will receive $9,000 from the government, and we will put $3,000 in.  It was discussed that the applicant should have NCCP3 or working towards it within 2 years.  The ad for this position will be out soon with an application deadline in March. 

Item IX: New Business:

The speaker on Friday night of our AGM will be Helen Gagnon, Skate Canada's Synchro elected director.  Mary Ellen suggested we encourage coaches, team managers, and parents of synchro skaters to attend.

LTAD: Long Term Athlete Development
Elizabeth introduced this topic.  This is a program where Skate Canada  looks at our programs and decides what skills should be included for chronological and developmental ages.  Instead of dividing by age... divide by ability.  Some things in our programs will probably change over the next few years.
Sharon Fortier will be attending the Skate Canada AGM as Mary Ellen's alternate.

STAR:  The schedule is out.  We are double pannelling 2 events.  We need 6 judges for Saturday morning.  Nancy would like any corrections to the competitors list by next Friday. 

 Nancy made note that there is a difficulty with a Technical Panel for STAR. Nancy spoke with Rob Davidson at Skate Canada.  This difficulty concerns 2 events with 2 skaters in each event.   Krista MacKay has agreed (with the OK from coaches) that she will be the Technical persion and call the FreeSkate Triathalon at STAR.  We are to get back to Rob and let him know how it goes.  Nancy was pleased that they were willing to work with us because (1) We didn't have and couldn't get the necessary equipment, (2) We couldn't get the Technical Panel, and (3) We wanted our skaters here on PEI.  We will run with 3 CPC judges and 1 Technical Rep.    There is still a question about skills and Grade of Execution (GOE).  Shannon raised a question as to how skills would be judged.  Nancy will look into this.

Star zipper pulls have been ordered and Vodia will get some to BMO in Summerside the week of the STAR competition.
