· An individual who has given at least 10 years to the discipline of synchronized skating in a volunteer capacity.

A committee, including the Skate Canada President , Skating Programs Committee Chair and/or Synchronized Skating Committee Chair and Skating Programs Senior Manager, will select the winner.
