MEDALS

Medals will be awarded to first, second and third place winners. If only one competitor is entered in
the category then no award will be made, (Rule7000B (1) (1.13). The presentation schedule will be
during floods.

SCHEDULE OF EVENTS

REGISTRATION — On site

Registration will take place throughout the weekend at the Paradise Double Ice Complex. Skaters must
register at least 1 hour before their event is scheduled to begin.

CONDUCT OF COMPETITORS (Rule 7301(5))

Competitors are bound to obey implicitly the instructions of the officials in charge of the competition.
A competitor, who directly or indirectly expresses her/himself in an improper manner regarding the
officials or their decisions, or regarding the marking of the judges, may be suspended and/or excluded
from further competition.



MUSIC

All music used must be in the public domain or covered by the Performing Rights Society.

Competitors who have music composed especially for their programs, either in whole or in part, shall
be responsible for obtaining a written release from the composer for the use of such music on radio
and television, or appropriate clearance from the Performing Rights Society.

Competitors must have their backup music on a USB at rinkside.

Alternate electronic items such as iphones, tablets, etc will not be accepted.
All USB’s must only include one program.

Competitor’s name and category shall be marked clearly on the device.

COACHES ACCREDITATION

Coaches must be Regional Coach in training and must meet the following accreditation standards:
- be acurrent Professional Coaching Member of Skate Canada in good standing

It is mandatory for all participating coaches to register at the competition and show their
accreditation at all times during the competition in order to be at ice level during the events.
Temporary accreditation will be issued for $25.00 upon presentation of current Skate Canada
membership and First Aid information.
